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How to Conjugate Portuguese Verbs: PRESENT TENSE

For regular verbs in the present tense, remove the last two letters from the infinitive form of

the verb to form the “stem”, and then add the correct ending from below. So for falar (“to

speak”), you would remove the —ar and add one of the endings from below:

-AR Verb Endings

Eu=0

No6s = AMOS

Ele, Ela, Vocé = A

Eles, Elas, Vocés = AM

eu falo = | speak

ele fala = he speaks, ela fala = she speaks, vocé fala = you (singular) speak

nds falamos = we speak

eles/elas falam = they speak, vocés falam = you (plural) speak

-ER Verb Endings

Eu=0

Nos = EMOS

Ele, Ela, Vocé = E

Eles, Elas, Vocés = EM

eu como = | eat

ele come = he eats, ela come = she eats, vocé come = you (singular) eat

nés comemos = we eat

eles/elas comem = they eat, vocés comem = you (plural) eat

-IR Verb Endings

Eu=0

Nos = IMOS

Ele, Ela, Vocé = E

Eles, Elas, Vocés = EM

eu abro = open

ele abre = he opens, ela abre = she opens, vocé abre = you (singular) open

nds abrimos = we open

eles/elas abrem = they open, vocés abrem = you (plural) open
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
